Information We Collect

Information You Provide

Through the Website and college office services, Manila Tytana Colleges collects
information from you when you choose to share it with us to use the Website, register
with and access the Website, submit inquiries, submit comments, fil-up information
sheets or office inquiry sheets, or otherwise share information with us through the
Website and college office services.

Information Collected Automatically

Manila Tytana Colleges may use cookies, web beacons, pixel tags, log files, or other
